FCAT make-up exams were given in October for Juniors and Seniors who still need this exam for graduation. Scores for this
test administration should be back before the winter break.

Seniors & Seniors should b e completing college applications during this second nine weeks and sending transcripts, if they have
not done so. Florida colleges fill up quickly as supply is less than the demand. Transcripts can be ordered at the guidance d esk.

It is important that you don't lose this information as you will need to access your scholarship fo r the
next four years with this login and pin. Senior parents, please make sure your student completes the online application.  This
application processopens f or thi s yeards seniors December 1, 2011.

Pursuant to Florida Statute 232.0 I, a high school student enrolled in Seminole County Public Schools who is under the at)e isf
required to attend school regularly during the entire term. Pursuant to Flada Statute 230.22(2), the School Board of Seminole
County, Florida, has adopted a Compulsory Attendance Policy, File JEA, which states, "A student is expected to attend @il sch

attendance for 80 hours of instruction in order to receive Y2 credit. Class attendance is defined as the student being presemwt in

class for at least ninety (90) percent of an assigned class period. Stutieewho are not in attendance the required 80 hours may not
receive credit for the class.If a student has 6 or more unexcused absences in period(s)6land 8 or more in period 7, then the
students must follow all of the stated guidelines to determine ifredit will be awarded.

GUIDELINES TO RECEIVE CREDIT FOR STUDENTS WITH 6 or more UNEXCUSED ABSENCES in Petpdarid 8 or
more UNEXCUSED ABSENCES in Period 7:

1. Students have one day of makeup time for one day of absence. If a student is absent on Mgraaye up work is due
on Wednesday. For exampl@astudent who is absent Wednesday and Thursday during the school week, make up
work is due the following Tuesday. All make -up work must be completed and turned in to be eligible to receive
credit for th e class.

*** ALL STUDENTS MUST CHECK IN AND/OR OUT OF SCHOOL DURING THE SCHOOL DAY THROUGH THE
ATTENDANCE OFFICE. FAILURE TO FOLLOW SCHOOL ATTENDANCE POLICY CAN RESULT IN DISCIPLINARY ACTION.
Although a student maybe granted permission to leave campus, the student will not be excused unless a doctor's note or other
appropriate documentation (as listed below) is submitted to the attendance office upon return to school. All students, as el
as those over compulsory attendance ag shall be expected to provide documentation for an absence to be considered
excused. Late documentation will not be accepted. After an absence, immediately upon return to school but no later than five
(5) school days following an absence, students mustg@vide the school with documentation indicating that one of the
following has occurred if they wish the absence(s) to be excused:

. Medical treatment by a licensed physician

. Observance of a religious holiday.

. Law enforcement order or court subpoena

. Death of a family member

. Natural disaster

. Traffic accident that directly involved the student

. Extraordinary circumstances or situations, prearranged and with Principal permission. *F.S.232.09.

(NOTE: It is understood that on every occasion of sickness, a student will not require medical attention by a licenseddealth
professional. Lake Howell High School will accept 5 parent notes regarding illnesses for each semester. Short techroinic
illnesses may be documented/explained via a signed parent note. In such circumstance, the student shall suffer no academic
penalty, provided that all course work, examinations, etc. are made up within a reasonable period of time as defined $iebod

the principal or persons in charge of schools reasonably suspect an abuse of this provision, they may require documewtation f
a "licensed practicing physician" as described in F.S.232.09 (4)as a condition for declaring the student's absealicesor
excused.B. Students will be considered to be in attendance when participating in school activities or with permission, when they
are attending to schoolrelated business.
